	Hope you had a very relaxing Easter, and enjoyed some nice wines over the break. We had a busy month pre Easter, and now have a few ‘Rats and Mice’ mixed selections containing some leftover wines from the Easter catalogues. Included in the cartons are wines from:
Mixed: $140, All Whites: $130 and All Reds at $150 per dozen are all available.
We also still have a few cases on hand of our most recent Wine Show Selection, containing wines from the 2010 Adelaide Wine Show and the two Sydney competitions held earlier this year. As a reminder, here are the wines we have included: 				 
THE WHITES:  McGuigan Bin 9000 Semillon 2007 ( Sydney Wine Show, 2011)  McGuigan Semillon has been one of the most consistent medal winners on the circuit, and this vintage is no exception. Penfolds Thomas Hyland Chardonnay 2009 (Trophy, Sydney and Gold Medal, Adelaide)  The previous vintage of this wine also collected a Gold Medal and a Trophy at the Adelaide and Sydney Wine Shows, and was a very popular inclusion in our last wine show selection. Leconfield Coonawarra Old Vines Riesling 2010 (Gold, Adelaide and Sydney) The Leconfield Coonawarra estate was established in 1974 by Sydney Hamilton; and the 35-year-old Riesling vines comprise some of the original planting’s on the estate. Evans and Tate Sauvignon Blanc 2009 (Gold, Adelaide and numerous other ) Evans and Tate from the Margaret River region have a very impressive portfolio, and this lovely crisp varietal Sauvignon Blanc  is already festooned with medals and trophies from Sydney and the Margaret River Wine Show amongst others earlier in the year. Beautiful tropical fruit flavours ;well balanced acid... this is still fresh as a daisy. Tahbilk Marsanne 2006  (Gold and Trophy, Adelaide) The heritage listed Tahbilk winery in Victoria’s Goulburn Valley has the largest single vineyard holdings of Marsanne, as well as the oldest plantings in the world and have set the Australian benchmark for this varietal. Collecting two trophies including ‘Best Other Varietal White or Rose’ Tahbilk Marsanne shows lovely honeyed flavours and is renowned for cellaring well. Can be consumed as a young wine, but this one already has a few years in the bottle and could easily handle a few more if you wish to.  
THE REDS: Blue Pyrenees Cabernet Sauvignon 2009 : ( Gold, Adelaide and Trophy Victorian Wine Show)The Victorian Pyrenees region is renowned for producing Cabernet Sauvignon displaying complexity, concentration and definitive regional character,.and can be enjoyed now or cellared with confidence for 8 years. Voyager Estate ‘Girt By Sea’ Cabernet  Merlot 2008: Voyager Estate have an excellent reputation for their various reds; as well as white wines and are a James Halliday 5 star winery with many awards and wine show accolades including this Gold medal winner in Adelaide. Houghton Shiraz 2009 (Gold and Trophy, Adelaide ). This wine collected the Montgomery Trophy at Adelaide Wine Show and really is exceptional value for money. It has a lovely fresh nose with rich berry fruits and pepper spice, and is has excellent length. Ballast Stone Stonemason Shiraz 2009: For the second successive year, this Currency Creek Shiraz collected one of a few Blue Gold medals in its class at the Sydney International Wine Challenge. Taylors Shiraz 2009 : Also a prolific medal winner, this has added a Blue Gold Medal at the Sydney International to its many accolades. St Hallett Gamekeepers Reserve Barossa Shiraz Grenache 2009 : ( Top Gold, Adelaide Wine Show) A medium bodied style which has had no oak treatment and is blended in the same in the same year as vintage, this wine has plenty of berry fruit flavours with some floral and spice coming from a small proportion of the Portugese red grape variety ‘Touriga Nacional’.	 
Last but by no means least, the Reilly’s Ryder Wines from the Clare Valley have been very popular, and are still available to order at the special price of $132 per dozen, or $140 for the mixed case. Please see separate page for details and order form.
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
