The 2010 ‘Pick of the Adelaide Wine Show Dozen’
...more Gold Medals!

Dear Wine Lover,

After watching so many of our inspiring Australian athletes
collecting medals at the recent Commonwealth Games; we
have a great new selection of Gold Medal winners to offer
our Wine Club buyers.

We have pored over the results of the show which
included 363 winery entries and 2564 different wines;
tasted many of the best value exhibits, and chosen another
twelve excellent medal-winning wines to comprise the
2010 “Pick of the Adelaide Wine Show Dozen”.

All of our pre-order buyers should have received their
wines by the time this newsletter goes to press, so anyone
who has not please let us know. We are now ready to
send the remaining stocks of this diverse mix of quality
medal-winning wines to you over the next few weeks, so
you can hopefully try a few over the Christmas and New
Year period.

In the “Mixed Dozen” (6 whites and 6 reds) we have
eleven Gold Medal-winning wines including two that
collected Trophies; and as always they are a very balanced
mix of styles, grape varieties and regions.

The “All Reds” includes the Montgomery Trophy winner
Houghton’s Shiraz 2009, a Gold Medal-winning Clare
Valley Shiraz and a Pyrenees Cabernet Sauvignon; as well
as some of the lovely smooth blends from McLaren Vale,
the Barossa Valley, and Margaret River.

The “All White” selection contains the dual Trophy-
winning Tahbilk Marsanne 2006, as well as two Top Gold
Medal-winning Rieslings (from different vintages and
regions), an excellent Adelaide Hills Chardonnay and a
new vintage Pinot Grigio.

You have the option of the “Mixed Dozen” (one bottle of
each wine for $199) or two bottles of each of the “All Reds”
($215) or “All Whites” ($185).

Here are the twelve wines we have included:

Penfolds Thomas Hyland Chardonnay 2009 (Gold Medal,
Class 2): The last vintage of this excellent cool climate
Chardonnay also collected a Gold Medal and a Trophy at
the 2009 Adelaide Wine Show, and was a very popular
inclusion in our previous selection.

Leconfield Coonawarra Old Vines Riesling 2010 (Gold,
Class 5): The Leconfield Coonawarra estate was established
in 1974 by Sydney Hamilton; and the 35-year-old Riesling
vines comprise some of the original plantings on the estate.
This is a crisp, clean and refreshing wine with intense
citrus flavours.
Jacob’s Creek Classic Riesling 2009 (Gold, Class 6):
The Jacob’s Creek label is probably Australia’s best known
wine label, both domestically and overseas; and this wine
rates consistently as one of the best value for money whites
on the market.

Evans and Tate Sauvignon Blanc 2009 (Gold, Class 11):
Evans and Tate from the Margaret River region have a very
impressive portfolio, and this lovely crisp varietal Sauvignon
Blanc is already festooned with medals and trophies from
Sydney and the Margaret River Wine Show, amongst others
earlier in the year.

Tahbilk Marsanne 2006 (Gold and Trophy, Class 16):
The heritage listed Tahbilk winery in Victoria’s Goulburn
Valley has the largest single vineyard holdings of Marsanne,
as well as the oldest plantings in the world and have set
the Australian benchmark for this varietal, collecting two
trophies including ‘Best Other Varietal White or Rosé’ .
Angove’s Nine Vines Pinot Grigio (Gold, Class 13):
This is the first time we have included a Pinot Grigio in one
of our Wine Show selections, and this is an excellent example
of what was until quite recently considered an alternative
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variety. A blend of fruit from the cool Padthaway region in
the heart of the Limestone Coast and the South Australian
Riverland area.

Voyager Estate ‘Girt By Sea’ Cabernet Merlot 2008 (Gold
Medal, Class 36): Voyager Estate are a Margaret River
winery which has an excellent reputation for their various
red as well as their white wines. They are a James Halliday
S-star winery with many awards and wine show accolades;
and also collected a Gold Medal in the Shiraz class.
Houghton Shiraz 2009 (Gold and Trophy, Class 25):
Another Western Australian red, Houghton holds Western
Australia’s highest tally of awards on the National Wine
Show circuit, and their range of wines have long been
popular with wine lovers across the country. This wine
collected the Trophy for ‘Best Red Wine Under $20° and
really is exceptional value for money.

Leasingham Jam Shed Shiraz 2009 (Gold, Class 25):
The iconic Leasingham cellar door in the Clare Valley has
unfortunately recently been closed due to cost constraints,
but they are still producing some excellent reds from the
vineyards there. This is a rich full bodied Shiraz; which
could be cellared for up to six years if you wish.

St Hallett Gamekeepers Reserve Barossa Shiraz Grenache
2009 (Top Gold, Class 44): St Hallett Wines in the Barossa
Valley have built an enviable reputation for their red wines
over many years, and have now collected Top Gold in the
Adelaide Wine Show with this new vintage of their very
popular blend.

With yet another Christmas and New Year period only a
few weeks away, we have put together another interesting
new six bottle mix.

Three excellent sparkling whites, two sparkling reds and
a crisp but fruity Kiwi Sauvignon Blanc to see you through
the festive season!

38): Anvers Wines are a family owned McLaren Vale
producer established and run by Wayne and Myriam
Keoghan, with Master of Wine Kym Milne at the helm of the
winemaking operation. An excellent example of the classic
Australian red blend.

Blue Pyrenees Cabernet Sauvignon 2009: (Gold, Class 22)
The Victorian Pyrenees region is renowned for producing
Cabernet Sauvignon displaying complexity, concentration
and definitive regional character, especially in years like
the 2008-2009 growing season, which provided ideal rains
early and a cool spring. This one can be enjoyed now or
cellared with confidence for eight years. Also just collected a
Gold Medal at the National Cool Climate Wine Show.

This is another excellent range of wines chosen exclusively
for our wine club members, which will be carefully packed
and delivered to your door via Australia Post. Each dozen
comes with tasting notes which include food matching and
any cellaring recommendations.

As is the generally the case, some of the wines in this
selection are on a very limited allocation (for example,
the back vintage trophy-winning Tahbilk Marsanne is now
in very short supply), so we will notify you in our next
newsletter which of the wines you will be able to purchase
by the full case.
